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Description of Project

Project Aim: To provide an ‘all weather’ accessssing of the mountain stream that flows
into the Dak Bla River, Kon Katu Village, Kon Tum.

The flooding of the road at Kon Katu during the monsoon season denies actessgiltaders
and other users. This lack of access has a significant social and ecanmpact on the
villagers and on villagers further along the road. Without suitable road regadhe
intersection of the stream to the Dak Bla River, there is hgkhaf continued reduction of the
welfare of the villagers and other users of this road.

This crossing will allow the villagers and other ctigef Kon Tum and surrounding districts,
to have continued access to and from Kon Tum and outas,aneparticular to town markets, to
extended family and to farming areas.

The intent in the first instance is to constructudtitbox culvert with concrete wing walls, set on
compacted sandy gravel with a reinforced concrete pavernenop.

10. Project Location Information:

a. The village of Kon Katu is located north west of Klarm on the banks of the Dak Bla
River (See Figure 2 — Map GR 2089). The village is situated =ppately 20 km from
Kon Tum. The Dak Krai and Dak Loi rivers converge and fttown range into the
Dak Bla River at GR 199897 which is approximately a further 1.bé&yond the
village. A dirt road connects the village and outlyingtoes, to Kon Tum. Vehicle
access, particularly during the wet season (May-Oc¢essicted to four wheel drive.

b. The Village Chief advises that during the wet sea$@nconverging rivers become
flooded thus denying reasonable access to and from the village.

11.  Two civil engineers and a MiVAC representative haveedsiton Katu and have
submitted a detailed report on the feasibility of theio@gblan of work. The engineers
are now producing detailed plans for the task. Negotiatidhbe entered into with the
Vietnamese Government to seek their approval to proceedeeting has been
arranged with Mr. Mal Skelly, Consul General for Aas#, in Ho Chi Minh City. A
suitably qualified road construction supervisor from Augtrab oversee the work and
to provide training for the villagers in such work and inmtemance of the work has
been appointed. Labour will be provided by the villagersaf Katu. Plant and
materials will be sought from within Vietham howevends will need to be raised to
pay for costs associated with the project.
